Technical Rider 

Stage: Black Box Theater is best. Minimum stage size 12’ wide x 9’ deep (4 meters wide x 3 meters deep), with no proscenium. Prefer a black or dark floor with black or solid dark colored drapes. Seating Black Box Style. First row of audience at stage level if possible. No set. Performer works barefoot. 

Stage must be cleared of all staples, nails or other sharp objects, broom swept and mopped before show. 

Lighting:

Good general (festival plot?) lighting plot that provides warm illumination of entire stage. Six instruments minimum.

Augmented House Lights (two instruments minimum) --significantly more than the regular house lights.  Performer needs to see the audience and audience needs to see the action in the house.

Blackout at beginning and end of show. 

If possible, focus one (amber) special; placement depends on the exit to the theater.
Light Cues: Requires a board operator 


1) Lights come up at start

  

2) House lights up as large circle is drawn


3) House lights gradually out once volunteer is taken onto stage


4) House lights up again gradually as volunteer is brought back to seat


5) The special comes up (if we are using it) as Deborah goes to that spot 
to take her leave of the audience.


6) Black out for 5 count when the words “Mine” is heard from outside the 
theater exit.


7) House lights come back up to full for bows.

Preset: There is no set. All props are carried by the performer After audience is seated, a chalk line is drawn from the lobby out of the theater and then out of sight (around a corner, down subway stairs, into a sewer grate—to be discussed on site). This can be done by the house manager, usher, or stage crew. Performer cannot do it.

Sound: Preshow music only, not essential. No sound cues during show

Provided by Venue:

Two red carnations per show. (Latin name: Dianthus caryophyllis) Arrangements can be made to have these provided by the performer, but local florists must be identified. If carnations are not available, red roses will be an acceptable substitution.

Stage to house steps on both sides of stage only when stage is raised from audience level. 

Mop and other clean up supplies—broom, vacuum, mop & bucket

Clean up: The stage is left with chalk drawing on the stage, into the audience and out the theater door. Ideally the chalk line will continue out of the theater and out of sight. There are flower petals, some paper and a tiny bit of water as well. Chalk cleans up easily with broom or vacuum, and or mop depending on floor surface. Assistance for clean up is required, especially if there is a quick turnaround for a following show.
Load in time:



Stage—time to mop and check for sharp objects on stage. 



Performer—must have access to backstage and dressing room at 


least one hour before show time. 

Technical Run Through: maximum one hour


Length of Performance: Approximately 45- 60 minutes—adjusted by agreement.

Load out time: 



Stage—time to mop stage and clean up chalk. 



Performer—30-45 minutes to clean up and pack 
Hospitality: 

Dressing room: Presenter shall provide a private, clean, well lit dressing room with good ventilation, equipped with a mirror, chair, hangers, costume rack or hook, iron and ironing board, in close proximity to a bathroom with toilet and sink. (Will happily share space)
Storage Space for Multiple Performances: All props and costumes fit into a carry-on size suitcase. Costumes will need to hang to dry between shows.  Space needed to unpack and arrange props—two small shelves.

Food: Presenter shall provide fresh fruit and water. If tech rehearsal is the same day as the performance, a light meal shall be provided—Salad, pasta or other vegetarian dish (please no beans for obvious reasons) 2 hours before show time.

Hotel Accommodations: If hotel accommodations are being provided by the presenting organization, Deborah requires one single, non-smoking room in a moderate hotel in close proximity to the theatre.  Internet access is appreciated.
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
